During the 5 day mission, 
the medical team traveled to several 
remote villages in the Guatemalan 
mountains to help meet the physical 
and spiritual needs of the indigenous 
population.

 The mission team was joined 
by a Guatemalan physician and 
dentist. The dentist has a full time 
practice in Guatemala City, but took 
time off to help with the mission. 
The physician, who practiced 
medicine in Guatemala for over 30 
years, recently closed his practice to 
perform full time mission work in 
numerous villages in the Guatemalan 
mountains. With their help, Dr. 
Satchell and his team provided 
medical care to over 300 people from 
3 villages. 

 During a recent Wednesday 
Night Bible Study, Dr. Satchell spoke 
about his trip and shared pictures. He 
reminded those in attendance that we 
are commanded by Jesus in Matthew 
28:19-20 (the Great Commission) to 
“Go, therefore, and make disciples 
of all nations.”  He encouraged all 
who are able and willing to take 
part in future mission trips. He also 
announced that he has discussed with 
Pastor Simmons his desire to start 

a medical missions ministry at Mt. 
Zion for  those who desire to “Reach 
the World for Christ” by helping to 
provide much of their medical and 
spiritual needs.

 Dr. Satchell hopes to be able 
to return to Guatemala in the future, 
but plans to fi rst return to Haiti in 
February to continue the work of 
building a fully functional, self reliant 
clinic to help serve the medical needs 
of those devastated by the January, 
2010 earthquake.  Please keep this 
endeavor in your prayers.

Ingredients
• 3/4 cup vegetable oil 

1 cup bleached all-purpose fl our 
2 cups chopped yellow onions 
1 cup seeded and chopped green 
bell peppers 
1/2 cup chopped celery 
1 teaspoon salt 
1 teaspoon cayenne 
3 bay leaves 
2 teaspoons minced garlic 
2 tablespoons vegetable oil 
4 quail, about 3 1/2 ounces each, 
breastbones removed 
Essence, recipe follows 
8 cups chicken stock 
1 pound smoked sausage, cut 
crosswise into 1/4-inch-thick 
slices 
1/2 cup chopped green onions 
(scallions), green parts only 
2 tablespoons fi nely chopped fresh 
parsley leaves 
Steamed white rice, for serving

Directions
     Combine the oil and fl our in 
a large nonstick saucepan over 
medium heat.  Cook, stirring 
constantly, until the roux mixture 
is dark brown, the color of 
chocolate, 30 to 35 minutes. 
     Add the onions, peppers, 
celery, salt, cayenne, bay leaves, 
and garlic.  Cook the vegetables, 
stirring often, until they are soft 
and tender, about 10 minutes. 
     Meanwhile, heat oil in a large 
nonstick skillet. Season quail 
with Essence and when oil is hot, 
brown the quail on all sides and 
then remove from the pan.  Add 
the stock, quail, and sausage to the 
pan with the vegetables. Bring the 
mixture to a boil, then reduce the 
heat to medium-low, and simmer, 
uncovered, until the quail are very 
tender, about 1 hour.  Skim off any 
fat that rises to the surface of the 
gumbo and discard.  Remove the 
bay leaves. Stir in the green onions
and parsley.  Serve immediately in 
shallow soup bowls over steamed 
white rice.
